Reflection and Enhancements
Low Bandwidth Web Information Retrieval Services for Rural Areas
The intention of the project of improving the quality of life of the rural people by providing web information is really to be appreciated. The system is aiming at the retrieval of the web information even with the low-cost technology available over there. 
Reflecting your ideas in your project with my views about it:

1. The user queries the information he is looking for. The software will search in the local server. It will retrieve downloaded pages from the cache. Only if it is not available it looks for high bandwidth technology. This solution is more practical. 
2. The focused crawling helps in seeking only those pages that are relevant to the search topic. This is a good idea, but how you are practically choosing the relevant pages from the existing collection. What is the intelligence you are providing to the system to capture the relevant pages only? Bit confused regarding this.
3. The ideas from Rural Café CATER are very meaningful and those ideas can contribute a lot in all modules, especially on Enhanced Search Query optimization. If the system is specialized in this optimization, then minimum resources, attractive or pleasing interfaces and efficient results will be the by-product of achieving your objective. 
Some suggestion for future enhancements that struck my mind is listed below:

1. The system should also allow the rural people with the merit of using the e-mail services from your system. As personal information also has to be retrieved for the rural people as a mode to communicate with the abroad relatives and friends

2. Sorting and maintaining the Local server should be efficient so as to fetch better search results from the local server. Software along with the guidance of CAFÉ manager or administrator will help to manage the huge collection of downloaded web pages.
3. Managing with the different types of downloaded information like text, image, audio, video file etc. and searching in the corresponding directory by the crawler is also to be taken care. As various file extensions won’t work in the local machine.

4. The semantic search techniques can use the Universal Networking Language expression to understand the meaning without ambiguity and also can be made more transferrable in the network in the electronic form. Multi-lingual search can also be well contributive to your project as it is for the rural people.

It is a huge project, but well modularization and working of groups with lot of interested students can make this project available to the rural area. Also combining with on-going e-learning project and make it tested practically with any rural area 
near-by will convey a meaningful contribution to the society.
