1. What is a local variable? What is a global variable? 
2. Can we use the same variable name in two different functions? 
3. What takes place when a return statement is executed in a function? 
4. What is a parameter?  What is an argument? 
5. Write a function that returns the average of two values.  The function’s prototype is function getAverage(x, y). 
6. Write a function that returns the area of a triangle.  The function takes as parameters the base and height. 
7. Write a function that has a number as a parameter.  The function returns true if the parameter is even and 

false otherwise. 
8. Write a function called histogram that takes two numbers as parameters and draws a histogram based on 

those two numbers.   For example, calling the histogram(2, 4) will draw the following histogram:

9. The function getRandom has two parameters: x and y.  It will return a random integer number in the range 
defined by x and y. 

10.  Review nested loops.  Can you write the code for the multiplication table and triangle examples from class 
without looking at the answer?  Can you write functions with nested loops in the body of the function?
