It is 
recommended that you try these exercises on paper first (without using the computer).  When ask to write JavaScript 
code only provide what will appear in the <script> </script> section (no need for <html>, <head>, <body>, nor 
DOCTYPE).  Make sure you use good indentation (alignment) when writing your programs.  Also use good variable 
names. 
 
Exercises 

 
1. Write a JavaScript program that decides what parking permit a student must use based on the following 

criteria: 
 

a. Freshman à red 
b. Sophomore à blue 
c. Junior à green 
d. Senior à violet 

 
If the student does not belong to any of the above categories (e.g., graduate student) the student will receive 
a yellow parking permit. 

2. Write a program that reads three numbers and prints “yes” if the numbers are in increasing order and “no” 
otherwise.  For example, 10 17 19 are in increasing order; 10 3 20 are not. 

3. Write a JavaScript program that prints odd numbers between 1 and a number provided by the user. 
4. Write a JavaScript program that creates an HTML table of odd numbers.
